
"The decision means that if 
you’re a small bank in North 
Dade, for instance and you 
have an eye on the Hallandale 
market, you can cross the 
county, open a branch and 
enhance your business," said 
attorney Kendall Coffey, who 
argued Consolidated’s case 11 
months ago when he was with 
Greenberg, Trauig, Hoffman, 
Lipoff, Rosen & Quentel.

Kendall Coffey, a director at Greenberg Trauig, persuaded Judge Edward 
N. Moore to deny Banco Beni’s motion for summary judgment on $770,000 
worth of checks.

 Kendall Coffey, a lawyer for 
the Venezuelan institution, 
called Monday’s award "a 
victory." Coffey said the case, 
which turned on violations of 
Venezuela’s banking law, 
marks the first time the 
Venezuelan government has 
won a damage award in a U.S. 
court.
